Task 2a
The experiences and outcomes of your mixed media and printmaking unit have prepared you to be more experimental with your artwork.  Look at the following PowerPoint and review a mixture of illustrations used within magazine spreads, book covers etc.  Read, or listen using a ‘reader’ for an explanation about the brief, the media and the techniques used in each illustration example.

Your teacher intend to put a PPP in each of your Teams folders with all of your work from your Mixed Media and Printmaking unit (if you had completed it prior to the Christmas Holidays).  
This will give you the opportunity to reflect on the techniques you enjoyed using in these units, and help you make a decision on what you would like to experiment more with in your illustration unit.

Task 2b
Can you choose 3 illustrations from the selection on the PowerPoint that you like?
1. Open a word document, title it ‘Illustration Studies_your initials’ and save it on your folder in Teams.  
2. Copy and paste the images of the illustrations you like and discuss what it is about them that you think is successful.  e.g you could discuss the composition, use of colour, mood and atmosphere, use of media, unusual media techniques…
3. Aim to have 2-3 sentences of comments about each of your chosen illustrations.



Task 3

1. Select a brief that you find interesting from the choices of 
Design Brief 1
Design Brief 2
Design Brief 3

Make a choice of what type of design you are going to make from the information within the briefs.  Is it for a magazine cover, a magazine spread, is it a book cover?
Inform the teacher on Teams of which Design Brief you are choosing to use.

2. Select your theme.  See slides 17 and 18.  Think about a theme in which you can integrate in some way the original inspiration drawing that you created for your mixed media and printmaking unit.
· Take your time to select an inspirational theme to link with your chosen brief.

3. Theme Research task.  Once you have selected your theme it is time to begin your research task.  In your Design unit in S5 you did a theme research task on collecting images for the Edinburgh Festival Fringe.  This time you will be doing a research task based on your chosen illustration theme.  For e.g. if you had drawn a rabbit, you might choose to create an illustration for Alice in Wonderland, therefore you would look for images perhaps of trees, a rabbit hole, a tea pot etc.  If you had perhaps drawn a Greek Head you might choose to do an illustration about a Greek myth so you may research images related to a mythological story that captures your imagination.  

Success Criteria for theme research task

· 3-6 images per page.  Images are not stretched or skewed
· Save file as ‘Theme Research’.  File is saved in your folder on Teams.

Task 4
1.  Market Research.  Once you have completed your Theme research and the teacher has given you feedback you will then move on to collecting images for Market Research.  Market Research is looking for existing illustration designs that perhaps use a similar theme to your chosen one.  Market research is also looking at other illustration designs that you admire for their composition, media techniques, use of colour, use of typography... 

To do your market research successfully please look at slide 20 as an example of Market research.  To look at the work of Contemporary Illustrators please look at all the links posted in slide 21.

Success Criteria for market research task
· open up a word document to paste in images
· 8 images relevant to your theme
· 3-6 images per page.  Images are not stretched or skewed
· Save file as ‘Market Research’.  File is saved to your folder on Teams.
Once the teacher has checked your work on your return to school you will print in colour > single sided.  If you save your work on Teams this will allow the teacher to give you feedback and then you will be able to move forward with beginning to create design developments to meet the requirements of your Design Brief.
