The elegant Milwaukee Art Museum’s in America’s most eye-catching feature is its huge sunscreen roof – the Burke Brise Soleil – which looks like white bird wings thanks to an open and closing mechanism controlling the 90 tonne screen. 
Like some giant, stranded deep-sea blob, the biomorphic Kunsthaus Graz (Art museum in the city of Graz, Austria) rises up amid angular, red-roofed buildings. Biomorphic means looks like/resembles something else.
