Client:  What client are you making the surface pattern design for? 
Function:  What is the function of the surface pattern design?  
Target Market:  Who is your target market?  
Materials and Techniques:  What are materials and techniques could you use to make your surface pattern design? E.g. coloured pencil, paint and naming some paint techniques, marker pens and naming some pen techniques, computer…
Theme:  add your theme name to the centre of the mind map
Style and Aesthetics:  What colours and type of lines, shapes, patterns do you see in your theme research?  List them.  REMEMBER and look at the brief for number of colours!
Imagery:  What type of images have you already collected from your theme?  List them. 
Layout/composition:  leave this blank until the teacher explains different layout formats for surface pattern design.
