Cyberbullying definition: Cyberbullying is bullying that takes place over digital devices like mobile phone, computers, and tablets.

Cyberbullying includes sending, posting, or sharing negative, harmful, false, or mean content about someone else. It can include sharing personal or private information about someone else causing embarrassment or humiliating them.
