Design a Garden.
Hi Folks,
Those of you at school will have seen our fabulous new space. For those of you are home, here are some pictures:
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Over the next three weeks you are going to design this garden. You are going to use your imaingation and creativity to create a space that we can enjoy.
You MUST think about how to increase biodiversity. This means thinking about how can we increase the number of different living things in this space: plants and animals.

You need to consider the following:
· What would you like this space to be used for?
· Which plants would you like in there?
· Is there any furniture (bean bags, benches, fire pit) that you think would be good in there?
· How are you going to find out what other people would like this space to look like and have?
· How are you going to make this garden as environmentally friendly as possible? Can you use anything that has been recycled?
· How are you going to make it colourful throughout the year?
· Can you come up with a name for the garden?

There is a programme on BBC iPlayer called Garden Rescue. It has lots of different episodes to help give you some ideas as to different garden designs. 1st March

	
Visit the space. 
What do you like about it?
Discuss how it can be used?

· Think about how we use outside space and how it makes us feel? What activities do we do in gardens? What things do we need to be able to do those things?

· Go for a walk. Look at the plants that you see around you. Take photos and/or notes of the ones you like. Why do you like them? Would they be suitable to have in new garden? Are there any flowers out at the moment that you think would look nice to have? 

· Create a mood board/ power point  to show all the things you’d like to be able to do in this space and how you’d like it to look

· Make a map of the space. How big is it? What would fit in there?


	8th March
	· Design the garden.You can work on your own or share ideas with each other. Draw a picture to show where everything would go.

· Visit other outside spaces to get some ideas about how other gardens look. You might go for a walk around the local area and see some nice plants that other people are growing.

· What are you going to need to buy? How much do these things cost?

· How do you know other people in the school would like the same as you? You could write a survey and ask them to answer it


	15th March 
	· Finalise your design  - a picture would be great. If you have watched any of the Garden Rescue programme you will have seen that they often use pictures to share their ideas.
· Create list of the plants, equipment, furniture etc that you would like. Find the total cost of this.
· Put together a power point or poster to show off your design and convince others that your design is the best. 
· Name the garden. Our Library is called the Knowledge Nest. What could you name our garden?
· These designs will be shown to Ms O’Hagan so that we can look to get going on making this garden what you woud like
