ASDAN Challenges

Module 11 Expressive Arts, A2 Challenge
Produce an illustrated study, power point or poster on the life and work of a songwriter, musician, artist or actor.
This challenge works well because it can fit in with the interest your child has in music, art or film.

Module 11 Expressive Arts, A3 Challenge
Write a poem/rap, compose a piece of music or write lyrics (the words) for a song.
If your child likes being creative and/or music, then this challenge should interest them.

Module 11 Expressive Arts, A4 Challenge
Learn to play a new piece of music on an instrument.
Good challenge for anyone with a musical instrument





Module 11 Expressive Arts, A6 Challenge
Complete one of the following challenges:
· Create a drawing, painting or print
· Make a piece of jewellery, pottery, sculpture or textile art
· Take photographs on a theme
· Produce a short film or animation

This is good challenge for someone who is artistic/creative.  Pupils who study Art may have covered elements of this challenge already.

Module 10, B1 Challenge
Produce an in-depth study of another country in relation to one of the following themes
· Environment
· Media
· Culture
· Education, training and work
· Food and drink
· Sport and leisure
· Special occasions and customs
· Transport
For example, your child could make a booklet or poster about Food and drink in France.  Or Culture in China.  Or Sport and Leisure in Spain.  Or cars in Italy.  This is a good challenge if your child has an interest in a foreign country

Module 7 Health and Survival, A9 Challenge
Show how accidents can be avoided in three of the following areas:
· Kitchen
· Garage/shed
· Living room
· Bathroom
· Garden




Module 7 Health and Survival, A9 Challenge
Show that you understand basic road safety for two of the following:
· Pedestrians (people on foot)
· Cyclists
· Motorcyclists
· Quad bikers
· Learner drivers

Module 5, the Environment, A4 Challenge
Present a study of one of the following:
1. A plant or animal found wild in Britain
2. A historic building or archaeological site
